Apply online or through mail. To apply online, please go to: www.nyc.gov/housingconnect. To request an 

application by mail, send a postcard or self-addressed envelope, to: 552 Academy Street, c/o PWB Management 
Corp., 3092 Hull Avenue, Bronx, NY 10467.  If you choose to submit your completed application by mail, the 
application must be sent by regular mail only (NO PRIORITY, OVERSIZED, REGISTERED OR OVERNIGHT 
MAIL WILL BE ACCEPTED) to the Post Office Box address indicated on the application.  Only send one 
application per development. Don’t submit duplicate applications. Do not apply online and also send in a paper 
application. Applicants who submit more than one application may be disqualified. 
 

 
Applications must be postmarked or submitted online no later than November 24, 2014.   
Late applications will not be considered. 
 
 
After the deadline, applications are selected for review through a lottery process. If yours is selected and 
you appear to qualify, you will be invited to an interview to continue the process of determining your eligibility. Interviews 

are usually scheduled from 2 to 10 months after the application deadline. You will be asked to bring documents that 
verify your household size, identity of members of your household, and your household income.
